Regular Staking

T he user freezes MCA tokens for a certain period.


Rewards are distributed evenly among all participants.


Interest is paid in MCA tokens, the frequency is every second. Interest 

payments on staking are funded from the allocation section Community, 

which is replenished annually from the profits of the project and the 

company itself.

Dividend Staking (Competitive Advantage)

F ixed staking for 30 days = investment participation in a real business.


The investor becomes a member of the company's dividend pool, receiving 

regular payments,proportional to the profitability of operations (margins from 

the sale of gold or cobalt).


Payments are made in MCA tokens


The program is audited and published quarterly in the section MineCoin
